recognition in the Triennial and other
competitions. We believe the theme about
the lessons of history reflected through the
concentrated images and messages of poster
art will reach many people and will not leave
them indifferent.

The Holocaust and Bulgaria
Prof. Daniel Vachkov, PhD

One of the most horrifying pages of the 20th
century history is the genocide of the Jewish
population in the years of World War Il known
as the Holocaust.

The rise of modern antisemitism is associated
with the deep political and social crisis in Europe
after the end of World War |. The emergence
and growth of extreme nationalist movements
were in the vast majority of cases accompanied
also by the preaching of virulent antisemitism.
The undisputed leader in whipping up anti-
Jewish hysteria was the National Socialist Party
in Germany headed by Adolf Hitler.

After its coming to power in 1933 antisemitism
began transforming from a party ideology

into a state policy. The first concentration camps
were opened where opponents and unreliable
persons for the Nazi regime were imprisoned
and where Jews constituted a majority among
the detainees. So-called Nuremberg Laws
depriving the Jews in Germany of political and
civil rights were enacted. Boycotts and pogroms
against Jewish property were organized
culminating in the Kristallnacht of 9 November
1938.

With the outbreak of World War Il in September
1939 the anti-Jewish policy entered a new,

even more terrible, stage of development.
Ghettos began to be set up in the territories
conquered by the Third Reich, mainly in Eastern
Europe where the Jewish population was put
under inhumane living conditions. As hostilities
developed, the genocide against the Jews in
Europe took increasingly organized forms.

At the beginning of 1942 at a conference

in Wannsee the leaders of the Nazi Party
approved so-called Final Solution, i.e. purposeful
and systematic extermination of the Jewish
population. Deportation and liquidation of Jews
in the extermination camps Auschwitz, Treblinka,
Sobibor, etc. began. Mass executions of Jews in
Nazi-controlled territories increased. As a result of
all this nearly 6 million Jews died in the years of
the Holocaust.

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In that fateful time the Bulgarian state tried,

to the extent allowed by the circumstances,

to follow a policy on the Jewish question that
was independent and different from that of the
Third Reich.

When World War |l broke out Bulgaria set

itself two main foreign policy goals — that the
country not participate in active hostilities and,
considering the collapsing Versailles status quo,
achieve a peaceful revision of its state borders.
In the first year of the war it seemed these

goals were achievable — Bulgaria maintained its
neutrality and in the summer of 1940 it managed
to regain Southern Dobruja from Romania
through diplomatic channels. In the autumn

of the same year, however, the prospects

for the Bulgarian neutrality sharply worsened.
With the outbreak of the Italo-Greek war

the Balkans became a field of military battles.
On several occasions Berlin by an almost
ultimatum voice demanded that Bulgaria clearly
take the side of the Tripartite Pact as

the Central European countries had already
done. Considering that the country had under
the circumstances thus created no opportunity
for a real choice, on 1 March 1941 the
Government of Prof. B. Filov attached Bulgaria
to the Tripartite Pact. A month and a half later,
after the defeat of Yugoslavia and Greece

by the Wehrmacht, Bulgaria was given the right
to administer a larger part of Vardar Macedonia
and Western Thrace.

The end of the Bulgarian neutrality necessitated
a change in Bulgaria’s policy on the Jewish
question as well. The Nation Protection Act,
which restricted the political and social rights
of the Jews in Bulgaria, took effect as early as
in January 1941. In the summer of the next
year the Commissariat for Jewish Affairs was
also created, whereby the pressure on the
Jewish population increased. Along with these
measures aimed at satisfying the powerful Nazi
ally the Bulgarian state made it clear that it did
not share the extreme measures of the Reich’s
antisemitic policy. Germany’s attempt to deport
Jewish Bulgarian citizens to the extermination
camps was thwarted in March 1943 after the

decisive intervention of representatives of state
institutions, public organizations and individuals.

The fact that during all the years of World War Il
the country was one of the main transit corridors
for the Jewish population from the Holocaust
area to Palestine was particularly indicative of
Bulgaria’s attitude to what was happening to the
Jews in Europe. Jewish refugees were transferred
to the Palestinian shores from the Bulgarian ports
of Ruse, Varna and Burgas on Bulgarian ships as
early as the summer of 1939 until the spring of
194 1. Thousands of Jews seeking rescue reached
Turkey by the Bulgarian railways and from there
headed to the Middle East. After Bulgaria joined
the Tripartite Pact the conditions of Jews transit
through the country became more complicated,
but despite the increased German control the
Bulgarian Consulates continued to issue transit
visas to Jews fleeing the horrors of the Holocaust.
In the spring of 1943 the Bulgarian government
agreed to ensure the transit of 4,000 Jewish
children and 500 adults accompanying them.
Due to the indiscretion of the British authorities
and the sluggishness of the Turkish government
this plan was only partially implemented.

The bottom line is that thanks to the Bulgarian
diplomatic services as well as the logistics support
by various institutions more than 15,000 Jews
managed to pass through Bulgaria on their way
to the Palestinian land of refuge in the years of
World War Il.
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
