Access to the election analysis event is 
also possible with a permanent accreditation from the Press and Infor-
mation Office.

3. Go to the list of events under “Edit events”, select the right 
event (Pressezentrum Bundestagswahlen 2017) and apply by clicking 
on the “Sign up” button. 

4. A new window will open. After you have ticked/selected the in-
formation on the letter of accreditation, the passing on of data 

to third parties and the security check, click on the “Save details 
and apply for accreditation” button. 

5. Once you have completed the form in full, you will see “Sign-
up being processed” under “Status/Sign up” in the list of events. 

 Once your request for accreditation has been successfully pro-
cessed, you will receive an email confirming that you have been

6. Please bring this email and the letter of confirmation from your 
editor with you together with your valid passport when you 

come to pick up your accreditation pass.
