· Strengthening the network of national entities working with disinformation through contacts with national government officials;
· Increasing synergies and liaising with the Commission, NATO Stratcom, CMPD, Hybrid Fusion Cell and Intcen;
· Conducting social media analytics, evaluation and support to EUvsDisinfo social media accounts, including online advertising on Facebook, Twitter and Google.

Education and Training:
A university diploma in political or social science, communications, journalism or a related field.
Knowledge and Experience:
Candidates should be able to demonstrate experience in the area of pro-Kremlin disinformation and the use of it as a tool of influence among other hybrid tools. The candidates should also have experience in communications, social media work or in creative writing (for instance journalism, strategic communications, campaigning, content production, advertising, online marketing, social media management or graphic design). Knowledge of EU institutions, related decisional processes, EU external action and policies in the Eastern Partnership would be an asset.
