The Civil Protection Headquarters of the Republic of Croatia, on 31 March 2021,
adopted the Decision on the temporary ban and restriction of crossing the border crossings of
the Republic of Croatia (Official Gazette of the Republic of Croatia, No. 32/21). To protect
the population of the Republic of Croatia from COVID-19, persons are temporarily prohibited
from or restricted in crossing the state border at all border crossings of the Republic of
Croatia.

This Decision shall enter into force on 1 April 2021 and shall apply until 15 April
2021. With the entry into force of this Decision, the Decision on the temporary ban on
crossing the state border at the border crossings of the Republic of Croatia (Official Gazette of
the Republic of Croatia, Nos. 3/21, 4/21, 8/21, 14/21, 20/21 and 26/21) shall cease to have
effect.

The text of the Decision with a courtesy translation into English language is enclosed
to this Note.

The Ministry of Foreign and European Affairs of the Republic of Croatia avails itself
of this opportunity to renew to the diplomatic missions and consular posts accredited to the
Republic of Croatia the assurances of its highest consideration.

Pursuant to Article 47 of the Act on the Protection of the Public from Infectious Diseases (Official
Gazette 79/07, 113/08, 43/09, 130/17, 114/18, 47/20 and 134/20), and in relation to Article 18 of the
Act on Amendments to the Act on the Protection of the Public from Infectious Diseases (Official Gazette
47/20) and Article 22a of the Civil Protection System Act (Official Gazette 82/15, 118/18 and 31/20),
the Civil Protection Headquarters of the Republic of Croatia, on 31 March 2021, hereby passes the
following

DECISION

on temporary ban and restriction of crossing the border crossings of the Republic of Croatia

|

To protect the population of the Republic of Croatia from COVID-19, crossing the state border at all
border crossings of the Republic of Croatia is temporarily prohibited or restricted.

II

The ban referred to in Article I of this Decision does not apply to persons coming directly from the EU
Member States and/or regions, that is, from the Schengen Area and Schengen Area Associated Countries
and/or regions which are on the ECDC's (European Center for Desease Prevention and Control) Green
List.

The ban referred to in Article I of this Decision does not apply to persons coming directly from the
countries listed in the Annex I of the Council Recommendation (EU) 2020/912 on the temporary
restriction on non-essential travel into the EU and the possible lifting of such restriction.

Persons referred to in paragraph 1 and paragraph 2 of this Article who reach the border crossings of the
Republic of Croatia after having transited other countries/regions without retentions, have to prove at
the border crossing they haven't stayed within the area of transit — in that case, the ban from Article I of
this Decision does not apply.

11

Persons coming directly from the EU Member States and/or regions, that is, from the Schengen Area
and Schengen Area Associated Countries and/or regions to whom Articles II of this Decision do not
apply will be allowed to enter the Republic of Croatia if:

- they present a negative PCR or rapid antigen SARS-CoV-2 test listed on the Common list of
COVID-19 rapid antigen tests mutually recognized by the European Union Member States and
published by the European Commission, given that the test was done within 48 hours before arriving at
the border crossing point. If rapid antigen test is presented, and the intended stay is more than 10 days,
another test has to be conducted at latest 10 days after the date of the first test result;

- they present a vaccination certificate confirming that at leat 14 days have passed from the second
shot or, in case of one-shot vaccines, confirming that at least 14 days have passed from the first shot;

- they present a medical cerificate of having recovered from the COVID-19 desease or a positive
PCR or rapid antigen test defined in Paragraph 1. of this Article, confirming that the person was infected
by SARS-CoV-2 virus, given that the test was done within the previous 180 days and not later than 11
days before arriving at the border crossing point;

- they remain in mandatory self-isolation after entering the Republic of Croatia, with the
possibility of conducting a PCR or rapid antigen test; if there is no possibility of coducting a test, the
mandatory self-isolation is 10 days.

Exceptions to the paragraph 1 of this Article refer to:

- workers or self-employed persons exercising the critical occupations, including health
professionals, frontierworkers, posted workers and seasonal workers, as listed in the Guidelines
concerning the exercise of the free movement of workers during COVID-19 outbreak;

- pupils, students and interns who travel abroad on a daily basis

- seafarers and transport personnel or transport service providers' personnel, including truck
drivers who transport goods to be used at the national territory or are only transiting;

- diplomats, staff of international organisations and people invited by international organisations
whose physical presence is required for the well-functioning of these organisations, military and police
personnel and humanitarian aid workers and civil protection personnel in the exercise of their functions;
- persons travelling for imperative family or business reasons, including journalists in the exercise
of their function;

- passengers in transit, given that they leave the Republic of Croatia within 12 hours;

- patients travelling for essential health reasons.

Persons referred to in paragraph 2 of this Article can confirm if they meet the conditions for the
exemption from application of this Decision on the following web-site: https://mup.gov.hr/uzg-
covid/286210 or at the border crossings.

Citizens of the EU Member States, that is, of the Schengen Area and Schengen Area Associated
Countries, as well as their family members and third-country nationals who are long-term residents
under the Council Directive 2003/109/EC of 25 November 2003 concerning the status of third-country
nationals who are long-term residents and persons deriving their right to reside from other EU Directives
or national law or who hold national long-term visas, if coming from third countries, will be allowed to
enter the Republic of Croatia if they meet the conditions from Article III paragraph 1 of this Decision.

Exceptionally, the persons referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article, upon entering the Republic of
Croatia shall not be required to present a proof of fulfillment of the conditions referred to in Article III
paragraph 1 of this Decision, if:

- healthcare professionals, health researchers, and elderly care professionals;

- frontier workers;

- transport personnel;

- diplomats, staff of international organisations and people invited by international organisations
whose physical presence is required for the well-functioning of these organisations, military and police
personnel, humanitarian aid workers and civil protection personnel in the exercise of their functions;

- passengers in transit, given that they leave the Republic of Croatia within 12 hours;

- persons traveling for the purpose of education;

- persons travelling for imperative personal/family reasons, business reasons or have other economic
interest, given that they leave the Republic of Croatia within 12 hours.

Third-country nationals who are neither family members of citizens of Schengen Member States and
Schengen Associated States nor are long-term residents under Council Directive 2003/109/EC of 25
November 2003 concerning the status of third-country nationals who are long-term residents and
persons entitled to reside under other EU directives or national law or who have national long-term
visas, apart from persons referred to in point 1 of this Decision will be granted entry in the Republic of
Croatia only in cases of necessary travel.

Exceptions regarding essential travels form Paragraph 1. of this Article are:

- frontier workers;

- transport personnel;

- diplomats, staff of international organisations and people invited by international organisations
whose physical presence is required for the well-functioning of these organisations, military and police
personnel, humanitarian aid workers and civil protection personnel in the exercise of their functions;

- passengers in transit, given that they leave the Republic of Croatia within 12 hours;

- persons travelling for the purpose of education;

- persons who travel for tourist reasons and have a certificate of paid accommodation in a hotel,
camp, private renter or rented vessel and other form of tourist accommodation or are owners of houses
or vessels in the Republic of Croatia

- persons travelling for imperative personal/family reasons, business reasons or have other economic
interest

- persons who have submitted application for a residence and work permit, including digital
nomads, given that the permit was approved by the competent authority.

Persons referred to in Paragraph 2., Points 7. and 8. of this Article, and persons referred to in Paragraph
2., Point 9 of this Article, who intend to stay in the Republic of Croatia more than 12 hours, will be be
allowed to enter the Republic of Croatia if:

- they present a negative PCR or rapid antigen SARS-CoV-2 test listed on the Common list of
COVID-19 rapid antigen tests mutually recognized by the European Union Member States and
published by the European Commission, given that the test is done within 48 hours before arriving at
the border crossing point. If rapid antigen test is presented, and the intended stay is more than 10 days,
another test has to be conducted at latest 10 days after the date of the first test result;

- they present a vaccination certificate confirming that at leat 14 days have passed from the second
shot. Exceptionally, in case of one-shot vaccines, a vaccination certificate confirming that at leat 14 days
have passed from the first shot can be presented,;

- they present a medical cerificate of having recovered from the COVID-19 desease or a positive
PCR or rapid antigen test defined in Paragraph 1. of this Article, confirming that the person was infected
by SARS-CoV-2 virus, given that the test was done within the previous 180 days and not later than 11
days before arriving at the border crossing point;

- they remain in mandatory self-isolation after entering the Republic of Croatia, with the
possibility of conducting a PCR or rapid antigen test; if there is no possibility of coducting a test, the
mandatory self-isolation period is 10 days.

VI

All persons coming from the countries which are on the List of countries for arrivals from which special
epidemiological measures apply upon crossing the borders of the Republic of Croatia, published on the
web-site  of the Croatian Institute  of Public  Health  (https:/www.hzjz.hr/wp-
content/uploads/2020/03/Popis-dr%C5%BEava-za-koje-se-pri-dolasku-u-Republiku-Hrvatsku-
primjenjuju-posebne-epidemiolo%C5%A 1ke-mjere.pdf), are obliged to present a negative PCR test for
SARS-CoV-2, not older than 48 hours, and they are assigned the measure of mandatory self-isolation
for a period of 14 days.

Persons referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article can shorten the period of self-isolation if, at the earliest,
on the seventh day of self-isolation they take a PCR test for SARS-CoV-2, at their own expense, in an
institution authorized to perform the PCR tests, and receive a negative result.

Persons coming to the Republic of Croatia for humanitarian reasons related to helping the earthquake
affected areas (Sisak-Moslavina County, Zagreb County and Karlovac County) can enter the Republic
of Croatia with previous authorization of the Civil Protection Headquarters of the Republic of Croatia
and are not required to meet the epidemiological conditions.

VIII

Children under seven years travelling with thier parents/leagal guardians are exempt from the obligation
to present a negative test result and mandatory self-isolation if their parents/legal guardians present a
negative PCR or rapid antigen test, or vaccination cartificate/medical certificate of recovery, as indicated
in the Articles Il and IV of this Decision.

IX

All foreign passengers who meet the conditions to enter the Republic of Croatia are advised to previously
announce the crossing of the state border using the following application: https://entercroatia.mup.hr/ .

X

When crossing the border crossings of the Republic of Croatia and during the stay in the Republic of
Croatia, all persons are obliged to comply with the epidemiological measures and with the general and
special recommendations and instructions of the Croatian Institute of Public Health.

XI

Passengers in transit, including transport personnel, are automatically assigned the epidemiological
measure of mandatory self-isolation if they do not leave the Republic of Croatia within 12 hours from

entry.

XII

The temporary ban, that is, restriction of crossing the border crossings of the Republic of Croatia from
this Decision applies until 15 April 2021.

XIII
This Decision shall be published in the Official Gazette and shall enter into force on 1 April 2021.
